INFORMATION

MEDALS

Medals will be awarded to those gymnasts who finish in the first three positions in each category.

In the event of a tie for a medal position, the following procedure will be used to decide placing

For National and Preparatory levels on floor, the procedure in the event of a tie is as follows:-

   a) The competitors with the highest execution score will be placed higher

   b) If a tie still exists the competitors with the highest artistry score will be placed higher

   c) If a tie still exists the competitors with the highest difficulty value will be placed higher

   d) If a tie still exists the score of the CJP(s) will decide the placing

   e) If there is still a tie, the scores of all the judges will be considered

For FIG levels on floor, FIG rules will apply

For National and Club levels on tumbling the procedure in the event of a tie is as follows:-

a) The tumbler with the highest score achieved on any tumble run will be placed higher

b) If a tie still exists the tumbler with highest 2nd score will be placed higher

c) If a tie still exists the tumbler with the highest third score will be placed higher

d) If a tie still exists the total of all scores from all judges will decide who will be placed higher

e) If a tie still exists the score of the final run will decide who will be placed higher

f) If a tie still exists the score of the CJP on the final run will decide who will be placed higher 

TUMBLING – CLUB AND NATIONAL LEVELS

Each competitor will compete the preliminary runs, Runs 1 and 2. The 8 tumblers in each category with the highest total scores after these runs will perform Run 3. The total score of all three runs determines final positions.

Tumbling competitions are divided into a number of age categories (e.g. under 10, 11 – 12, 13 and over). The ‘age’ of the tumbler is determined by their year of birth – i.e. all those born in 1997 are considered to be 13 whether or not they have actually reached their 13th birthday.
